Dear Brothers in Christ, 
 
The Bible tells us the express words of our Savior, Jesus Christ: “These signs shall follow them that believe in my name shall 
they cast out demons” (Mark 16:17). 
 
Especially in these last days, the power of deliverance continues to be the master key that unlocks the spiritual, physical, 
and mental shackles our enemy desires us to bear, keeping us in continuous defeat.
