Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

The Bible and the plain evidence before us make it clear that unclean spirits can and do operate within the 
flesh and souls of believers. The marvel is not that unclean spirits would seek to dwell in Christians, but that 
the Holy Spirit would dwell in such imperfect vessels through the blood sacrifice of our Lord and Savior 
Jesus Christ. 

In Acts 5:3, the Scripture speaks of Ananias, a man counted among the believers: “But Peter said, Ananias, 
why hath Satan filled thine heart to lie to the Holy Ghost, and to keep back part of the price of the land?” 

That a blood-bought believer could have the prince of devils fill his heart with lies should bring the modern 
church to its knees. It does not. It falls on deaf ears, blinded eyes, and hearts that refuse to understand. 
Satan’s army of religious spirits has the church pretending to be Christians instead of being Christians in 
truth. 

Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ has given us a clear command: “And these signs shall follow them that 
believe; In my name shall they cast out devils…” (Mark 16:17). We don’t call deliverance a ministry. It is a 
command given by our Lord to all that believe. 

Where are those who have compassion and a 
heart for brothers and sisters snared by the devil? “Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are 
spiritual, restore such an one in the spirit of meekness…” (Galatians 6:1). 

Instead, what is offered is a fake “touch and go” imitation of deliverance, promoted by ministers of Satan 
who serve for filthy lucre and seek their own glory. Satan’s motto is, “if you can’t beat them, join them,” and 
through this deception, Christians lacking discernment are drained of both their money and their faith.
